The Weston Parks and Recreation Commission (WPRC) held its regular monthly meeting on June 12, 2023 in person. Commissioners present: Elizabeth Pocsik, Mark Crowley and Larry Shore Also present: Dave Ungar (Parks & Recreation Director) ,Joe Parciasepe (Program Director) , Lynn Stevens ( Aquatic Director) ,Retiring Commissioner Carl Bernstein  and Doug Reis from Weston Softball.
1) Call to order at 7:41 PM by Chairwoman Pocsik.

2) There was a motion to approve the minutes of the regular monthly Commissioners meeting on April 17, 2023.  Motion approved unanimously 3-0.
3) Public Forum

a)Doug Reis of the Weston Softball Association updated their progress  to upgrade the Morehouse Farm Park softball field #3 with the addition of two dugouts and an outfield fence. They have received proiposals and have discussed the improvements with Dave Ungar in length. This is planned be the first in a series of improvements to make the field the home of youth girls’ softball and a premier field. 

4) Unfinished Business.
a) Dave Ungar discussed 4th of July sponsorship.  A few sponsors have been signed up and   their donations have been collected. Sponsorships have been from Fairfield County Bank, Bross Chingas Bross, Dermatology Associates of Connecticut, Bugs and Blades and AMG Catering and Events. Banners are being printed to hang on the entrance to School Road.
b) Pickle ball court and pond resurfacing. Dave reported the pond resurfacing has been completed and the pond looks great! New blacktop has been overlaid and the pond has been sealed and color coated. Pickle ball courts are going back to the exploration of a new location after the Selectmen voted 2-1 to rescind their referral to the Planning and Zoning Commission. Updates to follow.

i. Lynn Stevens reported on the pool schedule for the summer and the pond opening at Bisceglie. Opening day is June 24th for the pond. Lynn is pleased to report that she has secured enough Lifeguards this season The pond is ready to open and the Health District was scheduled to do their inspection on June 14th.. 
      c) Fields Committee 

i) Spring fields use is done for the season. This summer there will be  some seed work on the fields and new sod laid on the  goal areas of Morehouse Farm Park. Irrigation systems have been turned on and are functioning well at this time.
      d) Program Committee

i) Joe Parciasepe reported on the various Camp program registrations continuing to be strong with 265 registered to this point. Spring programs are winding down with most spring programming having ended successfully. Joe held the first of two staff training sessions over the past weekend with Counselors having orientation training and upper staff members being trained in CPR , First aid and AED use.
6) New Business

     a) The Parks & Recreation guidelines (originally adopted September 2000) concerning community field usage was reviewed and updates were made by Dave, Joe, First Selectwoman Samantha Nestor and Town Attorney Douglas LaMonte. The updated version (attached here) was presented to the Commission for their review and approval.  After Commission review, The Commission voted unanimously 3-0 to approve the amended guidelines for implementation. Approved Version is dated June 6, 2023 Motion to approve made by Mark Crowley seconded by Larry Shore
