Chairman Richardson opened the Hearing at 7:30 p.m. and read the Legal Notice into the record.

94 Godfrey Road, owner, Aaron & Catherine Schwartz, Map 11, Block 1, Lot 14, Variance to Section 321.6 of the Weston Zoning Regulations to enclose a small, existing covered porch in order to expand the existing Family Room which is 41feet from the front property line
Neil Hauk, Architect, explained that the house was built in1830, well before any setback regulations.  The proposal is to take the area that is currently a covered open porch and enclose it to make it part of the existing family room.  They are not intending to expand the nonconformity, just are just filling in an existing open area.  Mr. Hauk then showed the floor plan of the existing conditions and then the proposed with the extension of the living room.

Mr. Snaith stated that there needs to be a hardship to base a variance on and Mr. Hauk stated that the hardship lies with the land and the house that was built before any zoning regulations and they don’t have the option to move the house back to a conforming location.

Mr. Gilbert stated that he sees it slightly differently and could argue that it is increasing non-conformity because they are making it part of the house but doesn’t see it as an issue.  Mr. Moran questioned if finishing the area increases the volume, it already has roof.  Mr. Snaith then noted that basically, the applicant is asking to put up windows.  Discussion ensued.

Following discussion, Mr. Scarborough stated that the consensus was that what is proposed does not increase the nonconformity.
