Additional Business for Commission Consideration – Discussion about pot holes on Lyons Plain Road.

Daigle Law – Accreditation Update – Captain Brodacki stated we are in a holding pattern for phase one of the policies.  Phase two will begin in several months.

Discussion – Parking on Maple Street – Parking issues brought forward by a resident for illegal parking and possible zoning violations for a multifamily house. Chairmen Gralnick recommended the residents call police for parking violations and call the Zoning Officer for Zoning violations. 

Police Board Chairman Gralnick made a motion to put on the Agenda Speed Signs on Broad Street.  Police Board Commissioner Dembishack seconded, and unanimously approved.  

Broad Street Road in Weston – Many residents would like to change the speed limit on Broad Street from 30 MPH to match Westport’s speed limit of 25 MPH. Residents are cutting through Broad Street to get to Westport.  Police Board Vice Chairman DiPasquale recommended that we should collect data from the speed trailers and see what the average speed is before we change the speed limit.  
  
Police Board Chairman Gralnick made a motion to go into Executive Session at 7:48 PM, Police Board Commissioner Ottomano seconded and unanimously approved.
