The Weston Parks and Recreation Commission (WPRC) held its regular monthly meeting on January 8, 2024 in person. Commissioners present: Elizabeth Pocsik, Doug Ries and Larry Shore. Also present: Dave Ungar (Parks & Recreation Director), Lynn Stevens   (Aquatic Director) and Joe Parciasepe (Program Director) Public present, Peter Ottomano
Call to order at 7:30 PM by Chairwoman Pocsik. There was a motion to approve the minutes of the monthly Commission meeting on December 11, 2023.  Motion approved unanimously 3-0.
1) Public Forum

Mr. Peter Ottomano was in attendance to discuss the potential of donating a memorial plaque to be placed on or around Morehouse Farm Park softball field #4 in honor of longtime Weston resident and champion of the Sunday morning softball game for adults, Dr. Jerry Brodlie. This game has been held faithfully on Sunday mornings for over 3 decades. Dr. Brodlie organized and led this Sunday morning game and welcomed anyone who wished to play with open arms. Dr. Brodlie made sure safety was of utmost importance and the field was ready for play and was safe for the players by being in constant communication with Dave Ungar and the Parks & Recreation Department each and every season. Mr. Ottomano is proposing a bronze plaque to be erected with a short bio of Dr. Brodlie and his accomplishments as a way of memorializing Dr, Brodlie and his positive impact on the hundreds of Westonites who have been a part of this longstanding game that Dr. Brodlie organized. The Commission approved of the concept and asked Mr. Ottomano to come back with the draft and details of the proposed plaque once it has been vetted by the players for presentation to the Commission. Dave will look in to the logistics of what gift dollar amount is approvable by the Commission or whether this will have to go to the Board of Selectmen for their approval and acceptance of this gift.
2) Unfinished Business.
a) The proposal of new pickle ball courts and the Bisceglie - Scribner park location which was approved by the Commission will be presented to the Board of Selectmen on January 18th for their review and the hopeful referral to Planning and Zoning. Preliminary Documents have been developed by McChord Engineering Associates for two courts with a proposed third court added in an area of Bisceglie right off of the parking lot and fitness trail by the path to the pond. A sketch of the proposed courts and a preliminary construction cost estimate was received to present to the Selectmen on the 18th.
