MOTION TO RECEIVE:

Mr. von Rosenvinge made a motion to receive the application for the Weston Dog Park and Mr. Zegers seconded.  All in favor, the motion carried (7-0).
DISCUSSION/DECISION: MAHR BATUZ, 4 GOODHILL ROAD, UNFINISHED STORAGE SPACE:
Jim Kousidis from Kousidis Engineering came forward representing the owners.  He noted that the property is on the corner of Weston Road and Goodhill Road.  There is a pond at the higher end and also a wetland pocket on the property and he explained how the drainage runs and indicated the 100 foot wetlands line.  He also noted that the construction is outside of the 100 foot line but at a higher elevation then the wetlands.  Mr. Kousidis explained that the wetlands line was staked out by the surveyor and the silt fence will be on that line with no plans to work within that wetlands line.  He then spoke about the existing residence noting that it is a 2 story cottage and barn with an asphalt driveway leading to a gravel parking area.  He stated that it will remain a gravel parking area.  Mr. Kousidis then explained that this building would be a private use warehouse with no need for additional parking.  Discussion on construction sequencing ensued.
Following discussion Mr. Kousidis revised the plan to shown proposed elevations.  He also noted that they did calculations for a 50 year storm.  They then discussed stock pile areas and silt fencing protection noting that the Commission requires a double silt fence with hay bales in the middle.
