The Weston Parks and Recreation Commission (WPRC) held a special meeting on Monday June 8, 2020 via dial in / online web meeting. Commissioners present: Eric Albert, Ed Bello, Carl Bernstein, Kirby Brendsel, and Elizabeth Pocsik.  Also present was: Dave Ungar (Director Parks & Recreation) and Joe Parciasepe (Parks & Recreation Program Director), as well as Chris Spaulding (Town of Weston First Selectman), Jonathan Luiz (Weston Town Administrator), Jeff Farr (design), and Margaret Wirtenberg Chairwoman Pocsik called the meeting to order at 7:50 p.m.
1) [bookmark: _GoBack]Discussion and Review of Weston Community Connectivity Plan with First Selectman Chris Spaulding and Town Administrator Jonathan Luiz
a) Overview of Weston Community Connectivity Plan
i) Part of the intent of this plan is to integrate different aspects of Weston with sidewalks, specifically with an intersection relating to the wrap around of the Hurlbutt Field Complex
ii) Other aspects of the intent include a desire not to have to do major construction
iii) With the plans for the new Hurlbutt Field Complex, there may be some encroachment due to sidewalks, and may have to shorten an outfields by a foot or two on one or two of the fields, and are checking for potential needs for field alterations based on proposed designs
iv) There was an ask for the group to provide input, options, and support around potentials for safety fencing, etc.
v) First Selectman Chris Spaulding and Town Administrator Jonathan Luiz to come back to WPRC for sequencing, and other coordination aspects
vi) WPRC will chck with softball associated points of contact on potential for modifications to the fields (e.g., High School Sports point of contact – Mark Berkowitz)
vii) Dave Ungar (Director Parks & Recreation) to do additional site inspection on June 9, 2020 of the area and fields in question based on plans and details.
2) Summer Program Flyer
a) Joe Parciasepe (Parks & Recreation Program Director) presented an overview of the summer program
b) Joe Parciasepe (Parks & Recreation Program Director) and Lynn Stevens (Parks & Recreation Aquatic Director) have been working on options for the summer that work within the constraints of COVID, including a few live programs
c) Joe Parciasepe (Parks & Recreation Program Director) and Lynn Stevens (Parks & Recreation Aquatic Director) have developed options for ages 3 – 13, and are stepping in to run some of these programs
d) Initial options for programs include biking, drones, fishing, and hiking, as well as some potential options for virtual programming (from a company called Skyhawks), and some other activities on a smaller scale
e) State is still making determinations around the pool, and at this point lessons are still not able to take place in the pool (area).  
f) WPRC is going to follow the lead of the State and then Town of Weston & Westport relating to openenings (including the pool)
g) No big programs lined up for the pool at this point for the summer (including aspects such as fixes around drainage)
