The Weston Parks and Recreation Commission (WPRC) held its regular monthly meeting on Monday September 14, 2020 via dial in / online web meeting. Commissioners present: Eric Albert, Carl Bernstein, Kirby Brendsel, Mark Crowley, Elizabeth Pocsik, and Mike Schramm.  Also present was: Dave Ungar (Director Parks & Recreation), Joe Parciasepe (Parks & Recreation Program Director), and Lynn Stevens (Parks & Recreation Aquatic Director).  Chairman Crowley called the meeting to order at 7:46 p.m.

3) Unfinished Business
a) Summer Program Recaps: 
(a) Model for this last summer was “Back to Basics” due to COVID restraints.
(i) Programs included:
1. Biking and running
2. Summer fishing – which was a surprise hit, with every session sold out with very positive reviews
3. Drones – which had a smaller enrollment base
4. Pre-school sports program
(ii) Enrollment overll was approximately 250 registrants, which is slightly less than enrollment for a normal summer

a) Administrative Committee (Mr. Crowley and Dave Ungar - Director Parks & Recreation):
(1) Discussion on COVID requirements for facility use and programs.
b) Aquatics Committee (Ms. Pocsik): 
i) Aquatic Director pool usage for Fall and Weston Swimming update
(1) Dilligent work to get the pool open for the swim team for the Summer
(a) Standard / normal items were completed, including marking for social distancing in the pool area
(2) Pool was closed for a short duration, but is reopening within a week
c) Fields Committee (Mr. Bernstein & Mr. Schramm)
(1) Previous questions had arisen externally on the ability to play on the soccer field
(2) After consideration, was determined that the decision on this was not to be made by Weston Parks Recreation Commission (WPRC), but WPRC has been asked to keep involved
(3) It was approved that soccer teams could play on the field under their plan / proposed approach, and that WPRC would be spot checking that they are adhering to the agreed to plan, and are following Connecticut State protocols and mandates 
(4) WPRC Chairman Crowley will serve as the liaison to the Weston First Selectman on this issue
(5) WPRC has already followed up, worked with, and will continue to engage with Weston Town Administrator, Jonathan Luiz 
(6) Initial checks and reports and the fields and adherence to standard have been positive and in line with the guidelines
d) Programs Committee (Mr. Albert and Dave Ungar - Director Parks & Recreation)
i) Programs Supervisor Fall Programs Report
(1) Fall programming is moving forward, but will be conducted outside, as it is anticipated that this is the only potential option based on COVID constraints, and will continue in this direction (pending any other follow on Green Light for indoor programming) until at least January 2021 (with the exception of the pool for the Swim Team)
(2) Outdoor programming will continue with an outside approach as much as possible, based on weather dependencies
(3) Highlighted illustrative programs include:
(a) Fishing on the weekend
(b) Mountain biking (two hour after school program)
(c) Men’s softball
