6. VOTE to Incorporate the below recommendations for Weston Police Reform to the BOS Immediately:

1. Creation of Independent Civilian Review Board (CRB) – 
a. The First Selectman to create a Civilian Review Board. Five members recommended.  The members should work closely with the members of the Police Department to diversify hiring, oversee the investigation of civilian complaints, and evaluate opportunities to improve transparency, accountability and anti-bias training. 

b. DEI to perform a study and provide results to the BOS on scope of CRB board and identify Best Practices.  In addition, DEI will identify how the CRB coincides with Police Commission practices.  


2. Police Engagement Program - a tool to educate police and civilians on de-escalation techniques to diffuse potentially volatile situations – especially those involving young people, while creating a standardized protocol for safe, healthy police engagement. https://www.stratfordpal.com/page/show/5711135-police-engagement-program-r- 

3. Penalties for Misusing 911 (Pending in Hartford) - This act establishes a crime of misusing the emergency 911 (E 911) system and makes violations a class B. A person is guilty of this crime if he or she (1) dials E 911 or causes it to be dialed in order to make a false alarm or complaint or (2) purposely reports false information that could result in the dispatch of emergency services.https://www.cga.ct.gov/2007/SUM/2007SUM00106-R03HB-07270-SUM.htm
