· Charles Binder & Nancy Shor (owners) Ambrosio Landscape Solutions (agent), 21 Twin Walls Lane, in-ground pool, patio, equipment pad

MOTION FOR RECEIPT:
Mr. von Rosenvinge made a motion to receive the application for Binder/Shor, 21 Twin Walls Lane and Ms. Schlechter seconded.  All in favor, the motion carried (6-0).

REQUEST FOR MODIFICATION OF WETLANDS PERMIT #20-06: NORMA & HARRY TOPALIAN (OWNERS) B&B ENGINEERING, LLC (AGENT), 50 MERRY LANE, ADDITION TO GARAGE WITH A DECK ABOVE AND STORAGE SPACE BELOW, ADDITION TO DRIVEWAY,LANDSCAPING, GRADING
Bryan Nesteriak , PE, described the proposal and explained that the garage that was approved had open storage under the deck and they would like to enclose that space.  They would like to put up wood frame walls for cold storage.  He noted that it is in the flood zone so modifications to the drainage were needed to compensate for that.  Mr. Nesteriak also noted that there are no plans to change the robust planting plan and they are no closer to the wetlands than what was approved.  He shared the plan indicating the proposed addition under the deck with walls that will let water pass through instead of lattice walls.  He stated that the concrete pad increases the impervious surface but they will increase the Cultek size.  John Clements, architect, noted that originally the plan was to use as open storage, and now it will be enclosed with slatted board fencing.  Mr. Clements also explained that they will build on top of the slab with pressure treated walls to provide enclosed storage space. Discussion ensued.

Following discussion, a motion was made:

MOTION FOR APPROVAL:
Ms. Schlechter made a motion to approve the modification to Wetlands Permit #20-06, 50 Merry Lane as shown on plans prepared by B&B Engineering dated 3/2/2020, revised 9/13/2021, subject to Standard Conditions A-G.  Mr. Smith seconded.  The motion was voted on and carried (6-0 [1 abstain]).

REQUEST FOR MODIFICATION TO WETLANDS PERMIT #21-04: JOSEPH & DEBORAH SENCEN (OWNERS) 30 GLENWOOD ROAD, MINOR INCREASE IN OPEN DECK (90 SQ. FT.) FOR POSSIBLE REFERRAL TO CONSERVATION PLANNER FOR ADM PERMIT
Mr. Failla shared the map indicating the location of the wetlands and the proposed deck expansion.  He stated that nothing has changed with the proposed Cultek location or size and it is adequate to cover the modification.

Mr. Smith made a motion to approve the modification to Wetlands Permit #21-04, 30 Glenwood Road as shown on plans prepared by Ahneman Kirby dated 4/1/21 and revised 9/16/21, subject to Standard Conditions A-G.  Mr. Schwarz seconded. All in favor, the motion carried (7-0).


DISCUSSION/DECISION: SARAH BOWMAN (OWNER), PAUL BOWMAN (AGENT),10 WAGON WHEEL LANE, ADDITION AND NEW SEPTIC SYSTEM
Paul Bowman, representing the owner, explained that they are planning for an addition and new septic system.  There are no wetlands on the property and all additions are outside of the 100 ft. review area, however a portion of septic is in the upland review area.  He noted that there are no differences in the plans except they put in the detail of double silt fence with hay bales in between.  Discussion ensued.

MOTION FOR APPROVAL
Mr. von Rosenvinge made a motion to approve the application for 10 Wagon Wheel Lane as shown on plans prepared by RCL Thompson, LLC dated 9/15/21, subject to Standard Conditions A-G and H. silt fence detail is to show dimension of the logs and they hay bales in between the silt fences is to be submitted to the Conservation Planner.  Mr. Schwarz seconded the motion. All in favor, the motion carried (7-0).

DISCUSSION/DECISION: CHRISTOPHER TOLFORD (OWNER) TRINKAUS ENGINEERING, LLC (AGENT), Lot 7 OF THE ASPETUCK VALLEY ACRES SUBDIVISION, FRESH MEADOW ROAD, MAP 25, BLOCK 8, LOT 77, SINGLE FAMILY HOME, DRIVEWAY, SEWAGE DISPOSAL SYSTEM AND RELATED SITE WORK
Steve Trinkaus, P.E., representing the owners, explained that over half of the lot is wetlands and the only buildable area is at the south area of the site.  He indicated the wetlands location and the septic system in the south west upland area.  He stated that the system would be pumping up from house area.  Mr. Trinkaus also stated that they tried to keep away from the wetlands as much as possible and the closest to the wetland boundary is 50.6 feet.  He also explained that he over designed the drainage system so that there is 0 net increase in runoff and also noted that it is really well drained soils, especially in the wetlands areas.  Any runoff flows across the ground and infiltrates.  He then provided the storm water report.  Discussion ensued. 

MOTION FOR APPROVAL
Mr. Smith made a motion to approve the application for Lot 7 Aspetuck Valley Acres Subdivision as shown on plans prepared by Trinkaus Engineering LLC dated 7/26/21 and revised 9/11/21, subject to Standard Conditions A-G and H. the silt fence detail is to conform with the Weston Conservation Commission’s requirements.  Ms. Charlesworth seconded the motion.  All in favor, the motion carried (7-0).

DISCUSSION/DECISION: FAUSTO & STEVEN CARUSONE, 97 NEWTOWN TURNPIKE, IN-GROUND POOL LOCATION AND MODIFICATION OF RETAINING WALL
Steve Trinkaus, P.E, representing the owners explained that they only had a concept of the location of the pool when the house plan was approved and they are now back for site specific review.  He noted that the site work will be to the north and away from the wetland corridor and the closest point to the wetlands is 64.5 feet.  He stated that the retaining wall is in the wetlands area and discussion ensued.  

Following discussion, the Commissioners stated that they need silt fence details, more information on the bio retention area and the contours upgraded.  The discussion was continued to next month’s meeting.

The Commissioners then reviewed and discussed the alternate silt fencing options provided by LandTech.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
Ms. Schlechter made a motion to approve the Minutes from the September 11, 2021 site walk visit and Mr. Reiner seconded.  All in favor, the motion carried.

Mr. Reiner made a motion to approve the Minutes from the August 26, 2021 meeting and Mr. von Rosenvinge seconded.  All in favor, the motion carried.
