DISCUSSION/DECISION CONT.: FAUSTO & STEVEN CARUSONE, 97 NEWTOWN TURNPIKE, IN-GROUND POOL LOCATION AND MODIFICATION OF RETAINING WALL
Steve Trinkaus, P.E, representing the owners, explained that the development will be on the other side of the ridge with the wetland corridor on the southern property line.  He provided additional topography and also detail of the patio area around the pool.  He noted that the patio area is all on permeable stone and designed with an under drain system.  There is a pipe connected to the roof line pipe that goes out to the retention system which can handle any additional runoff and still meet the zero incremental runoff standard. Discussion ensued.

DISCUSSION/DECISION: CHARLES BINDER & NANCY SHOR (OWNERS) AMBROSIO LANDSCAPE SOLUTIONS (AGENT) 21 TWIN WALLS LANE, INGROUND POOL, PATIO, EQUIPMENT PAD
Kevin Ambrosio, Landscape Architect, on behalf of the owners, explained that they propose a 
[bookmark: _GoBack]20’ x 40’ swimming pool.  The property is 2.23 acres and on the easterly side it is all natural woods, there is a flat back yard and a division between the yard and the wetlands. There is an existing back yard, a flagstone patio and screened porch which will be removed to accommodate for swimming pool. He indicated the stone wall that divides the yard from the woodlands.  Mr. Ambrosio stated that the closest point to the wetlands is 32 feet from the patio and 42 feet from the edge of the pool.  He explained that the access would be from the driveway alongside of the house and any excavated material will be removed from the site.  He also noted the location of the cultek and the primary septic tank location which precludes them for putting it in that area.  Discussion on alternatives ensued.

Following discussion, the matter was continued to next month’s meeting with alternatives addressing the Commissioner’s concerns.
