Consideration / Approval November 3, 2021 Meeting Minutes– Police Board Chairman Gralnick made a motion to approve November 3, 2021 meeting minutes, Commissioner Egan moved, Commissioner Dembishack abstained and Commissioner Ottomano seconded, all in favor.  
Chief’s Report
Chief Henion reported to the meeting that the Police Departments overtime is less than last years by $4,508.00 for the month of November. We have three Officers out on injuries.  The overtime is second man shift to fill.   We received in November $13,115.73 from workers compensation.  

Grant Updates – We haven’t received any grants or donations.

COVID-19 – The Chief stated the Police Department is back to normal patrol car configuration. 

Police Engagement Program (PEP) – Update – All Commissioners attended.  Discussion on simulations.  Commissioner Egan took part in one simulation.

Policy Review – Crimes of Family Violence Policy E0008 changed to comply with PA 19-43 FOIA. Chief Henion had a discussion explaining to the Commissioners.  The Chief will update the policy.  Chairman Gralnick made a motion to approve the changes and Commissioner Ottomano seconded, all in favor.

Additional Business for Commission Consideration – Chief Henion stated he would like to employ Daigle Law Consultants to revise/update policy and procedure manual.  Daigle Law Group supplies this service to 30 police departments in Connecticut.  They supply approximately 131 policies compliant with Federal and State Law and are Post approved.  Cost for consulting is approximately $20,000 and project will take 18 – 24 months to complete.  All Commissioners agreed to place in FY 22-23 budget.
Chief Henion said that they put two electronic speed signs on Old Hyde Road by the Highway Dept and on Lyons Plain Road near the fire house. Signs supplied on State Grant.
The Dispatch Center is under renovations.

Holiday Toy Drive is Saturday, December 11, 2021 at Weston Shopping Center from 10:00 AM to 2:00 PM.  Toy donations can be dropped off and “Stuff a Police Humvee”.  Toys can also be dropped off in the front lobby of the Police Department until December 17, 2021.

Discussion / Decision / Fingerprinting Fee for Towns New Personnel – Commissioner Egan made a motion to waive the fingerprinting fees for fire fighters, EMS, volunteers and new town employees that are hired, Commissioner Ottomano seconded, Commissioner Dembishack abstained, all in favor.
2022 Meeting Calendar was presented to the Commissioners.

Chairman Gralnick made a motion to go into Executive Session at 7:59 PM, Vice Chairman DiPasquale seconded, all in favor.  

The Commissioners came out of Executive Session at 9:10 PM and adjourned.
