Additional Business for Commission Consideration – None at this time. 

Eric Hasenauer – A request for a stop sign at the intersection of Godfrey Road W and Mountain View Road – Discussion regarding average speed and volume on roads. 

John Conte Town Engineer and Director of Public Works recommendations are: 

1. Do not place a stop sign in west bound lane on Godfrey Road West. 

2. Trim branches back from sight line facing west from the intersection.

3. Remove boulders from south east corner of intersection.

4. Install an intersection warning sign in west bound on Godfrey Road West before reaching Mountain View Drive.
5. Move stop sign and stop bar on Mountain View Drive closer to intersection with Godfrey Road West.

Chairman Gralnick made a motion to approve John Conte’s recommendations, Police Board Commissioner Muller seconded, all in favor.

Right side road sign at intersection of Cartbridge Road and Nordholm Drive – Discussion regarding intersection.  John Contes recommendations is to put a slow sign road east bound on Cartbridge Road with an intersection sign.
