Meeting Minutes

The Weston Parks and Recreation Commission (WPRC) held its regular monthly meeting on December 12, 2022, in person. Commissioners present: Elizabeth Pocsik, Ed Bello, Mike Schramm, Darrel Grigerick and Laurence Shore. Also present: Dave Ungar (Parks & Recreation Director),Lynn Stevens ( Aquatic Director), and  Joe Parciasepe(Program Director) 
1) Call to order at 7:32 PM by Chairwoman Pocsik.

2) Correction of minutes from 11/14/22.  There was a motion to approve the minutes of the regular monthly Commission meeting on November 14th, 2022 with amendments pending the correction by Commissioner Schramm that was seconded by Commissioner Bello.  Motion was approved.  For: 5 / Against: 0.
3) Chairwoman Pocsik discussed 4th of July funding and asked the commissioners to email Mr. Ungar with any potential sponsors that know of to help fund the event.  This will be discussed further in the February meeting and a google doc will be set up to prevent “double dipping.”
4) Unfinished Business.

a) Pickle ball court planning and work is delayed because the engineer is currently working on the town sidewalk project.
b) Issues with DIG – Dan Pelletier is using town property for profit activities and has not been responsive to inquiries from P&R.  The matter is with the town manager and town attorney.
5) P&R Budget

a) Account #910 (Administration) – Commissioner Bello motions to approve.  Commissioner Schramm seconds the motion and it passes 5-0.

b) Account #912 (Grounds) – Commissioner Bello motions to approve.  Commissioner Schramm seconds the motion and it passes 5-0.

c) Account #913 (Pool) – Commissioner Bello motions to approve.  Commissioner Schramm seconds the motion and it passes 5-0.

d) Three year plan – Commissioner Bello motions to approve.  Commissioner Schramm seconds the motion and it passes 5-0.

6) Aquatics Committee (Lynn)

a) Registration for the first weekend in January is 75% full.
7) Winter Programs
a) 450 registrants so far.
b) WBA (Weston Basketball Association) would like to start their travel programs at a younger age.  The WBA reserves a bulk of court time at the schools to maximize scheduling flexibility.  The WBA cuts players from their teams and has been advising the cut players to join up with Westport P&R leagues.  There was no collaboration with Weston P&R.  Will have a discussion with the WBA about this and potential collaborations between the league and Weston P&R.
15. Election of officers
a. Elizabeth Pocsik is nominated by Commissioner Bello for Chairwoman – seconded by Commission Schramm.  Approved 5-0.
b. Mark Crowley is nominated for Vice Chairman by Chairwoman Pocsik seconded by Commissioner Schramm. Approved 5-0
5) Announcements – Commissioner Schramm is leaving the commission but will stay on until a replacement is appointed.
9)  Adjournment and setting of continuation date if necessary.

a) Motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Grigerick and seconded by Commissioner Bello.  All in favor 5-0.
